iv. Deferred tax asset of Rs. 15.25 crores carried forward, detailed 

calculations of which were not provided to us, in our opinion it 

has to be charged to Profit & Loss account because of which the 

profit has been over stated to the extent of Rs. 15.25 crores. 

The impact of all of the above on the financial statements are unascertainable, 

gives a true and fair view in conformity with the generally accepted accounting 

principles in India, of the state of affairs of the company as at 31st March, 

2023 of its profits and the cash flows for the year ended 31st March, 2023.
